Every nonimmigrant entering the U.

S. on a student or EV visa (F, J) will have a Form I-94 

Arrival/Departure Record created by the Department of Homeland Security upon entry.

 

This 

record confirms that you have been legally admitted to the U.S. in a specific visa status, and for a duration of time. For F and J visa holders

, the amount of time is indicated by the notation “D/S,” which means you can be in the U.S. for the “Duration of Status” of your student or scholar

 

program.

A new I-94 record is created (except in some cases when re

-

entering f

rom an adjacent country) each time you enter the U.S.

 

The I-94 record is created online; no document is issued on the spot. It is your responsibility to look

 

up your I-94 record after entering the U.S.
